Application for candidacy and supporting documents, and have paid the corresponding fee, to the relevant IB 
Organization office for its consideration. The school will have access to IB resources and curriculum guides for 
both the PYP and MYP throughout the candidacy period. 
 
During this period the school will implement the actions necessary to address the IB requirements for 
authorization such as the implementation of the professional development to ensure teachers are duly trained 
in IB-recognized professional development activities. The school will have the support of the IB through advice 
by the relevant IB office and IB approved consultants, and through a mandatory consultation visit to the school. 
As a result of the visit, a report is sent to the school with recommendations on the future implementation of the 
programme.
